The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated.

amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for
violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the
reduction.

52.237-2 Protection of Gover nment Buildings, Equipment, and Vegetation (APR 1984). This clause applies only if work will be
performed on a Government installation. "Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

This clause appliesto all service and
construction contracts with performancein Irag or Afghanistan.

952.225-0009 Medical Screening and Vaccination Requirementsfor Locally Hired Employees (NOV 2010).
(This clause applies only if this contract requires Seller to work in Iragq or Afghanistan.)

@) Contractors, and subcontractors at any tier shall ensure and provide satisfactory evidencethat al locally hired employees,
including Local National (LN), Third Country National (TCN), and U.S. employees, working on bases have been screened for and do
not currently have active tuberculosis (TB).

(1) Contractors may initially utilize atesting method of either a chest x-ray or TB skin test (TST), depending on the originating
country a contracted employee.

(i)  Chest x-rays (CXR's), symptom survey, and Body M ass Index (BM ) shall be taken, and TSTs
administered within 12 months prior to the start of deployment/employment. Contractors are required to bring in a
physical copy of the pre-employment CXR film asit isthe only way to verify interval changes should an active
case of TB occur.

(iii) SRN’sdo not require annual TB re-screening. However, for a TB contact investigation, a TST or Interferon
Gamma Release Assay (IGRA) is required.

For a contact investigation, all personnel with a positive TST or IGRA will be evaluated for potential active TB
with a symptom screen, exposure history, BMI, and CXR.

TB reporting
isrequired within 24 hours to the PM POC. Contact tracing, and medical coding have specific requirements. All
