CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREM ENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the
procurement of commercial items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply
to the extent indicated. In al of the following clauses, "Contractor” and "Offeror" mean Seller.

52.203-6 Restrictions on Subcontractor Salesto the Gover nment (SEP 2006).
This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-7 Anti-Kickback Procedures (JUL 1995). Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of any
kickback paid by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier if (a) the Contracting Officer so directs, or (b) the Contracting
Officer has offset the amount of such kickback against money owed Buyer under the prime contract.

The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any
and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its
subcontractors at any tier.

This clause applies only if this
contract exceeds $100,000. If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller or its
subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the reduction.

Boeing will
identify the cognizant Government PCO at Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the
subcontract file of the awarding contractor.

52.204-9 Personal | dentity Verification of Contractor Personnel. (NOV 2006). Thisclause appliesonly if
performance under this contract requires Sdller to have routine physical accessto a Federally-
controlled facility and/or routine access to a Federaly-controlled information system.

This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000
and (i) is cost-reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or price-redeterminable type or any
combination of these types; (ii) Seller was required to provide cost or pricing data, or (iii) Seller is required to furnish
reports as discussed in paragraph (€) of the referenced clause.

(a), insert "of this contract" after "price or cost." In Paragraph (c), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer
or Buyer." In Paragraphs (c)(1), (c)(2)(ii), and (c)(2)(i), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or
Buyer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(i)(A), delete "to the Contracting Officer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government"
shall mean "Government or Buyer." In Paragraph (d), "United States" shall mean "United States or Buyer."

52.215-12 Subcontractor Cost or Pricing Data (OCT 1997). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds the
threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. The certificate required by paragraph (b) of the
referenced clause shall be modified asfollows: delete "to the Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officer's
representative” and substitute in lieu thereof "to The Boeing Company or The Boeing Company's representative
(including data submitted, when applicable, to an authorized representative of the U.S. Government)."

52.215-14 Integrity of Unit Prices (OCT 1997). This clause applies except for contracts at or below $100,000;
construction or architect-engineer services under FAR Part 36; utility services under FAR Part 41; services where
supplies are not required; commercial items; and petroleum products.

52.215-15 Pension Adjustments and Asset Reversions (OCT 2004). This Clause applies to this contract if it meets
the requirements of FAR 15.408(g).

52.219-8 Utilization of Small Business Concerns (MAY 2004).

52.227-10 Filing of Patent Applications - Classified Subject Matter (APR 1984). This clause appliesonly if this
contract will involve access to classified information.
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52.227-12 Reserved This clause was removed by the final rule published at 72 FR 63045 on November 7, 2007,
because DoD was the only agency using this clause. DoD hasissue thier own clause, DFARS 252.227-7038 to
replace this FAR clause. (JAN 1997). Thisclause only appliesif this Contract is for experimental, developmental, or
research work and Seller is other than a small business firm or nonprofit organization.

52.230-6 Administration of Cost Accounting Standards (APR 2005). Add "Buyer and the" before "CFAQ" in
paragraph (m). This provision appliesif clause HOO1, H002, or HO04 isincluded in this contract.

52.242-15 Stop-Work Order (AUG 1989). Change "90 days" and "30 days" to "100 days" and "20 days"
respectively. The terms " Contracting Officer" and "Government" shall mean Buyer.

52.242-15 Stop-Work Order (APR 1984). Change "90 days" and "30 days" to "100 days" and "20 days"
respectively. The terms " Contracting Officer" and "Government” shall mean Buyer. In thefirst sentence of Alternatel,
"the Termination clause of this contract" is modified to read "the Termination/Cancellation clause of this contract.”

5352.215-9008 ENABL ING CLAUSE BETWEEN PRIME CONTRACTORS AND SERVICE CONTRACTORS
(AFMC) (JUL 1997) ? FA9200-07-C-0137 .
a. The Air Force has entered into contracts with Jacobs Technology (TEAS), BTAS (TAM S) and COLSA
Corporation (TAM S) for services to provide engineering and acquisition management support.

b. Service tasks involve the application of abroad range of education, skills, knowledge, and experiencein
many disciplines in support of weapon system acquisition. Tasksinvolve assistance in preparing technical
orders, manuals, statements of work, system specifications, contract data requirements lists, system
engineering management plans, test and eval uation master plans, integrated logistic support plans, etc.; review
of development/product specifications, engineering drawings, computer program listings, technical reports,
configuration audits, etc. and advisory participation in program management, technical interchange, and group
meetings. Tasks may entail appraising the technical performance of the Contractor through meetings,
exchanging data, presentations, reviewing hardware and software, witnessing and eval uating tests, analyzing
plans for future work, evaluating efforts relative to contract technical objectives, and providing an
independent technical assessment for consideration of the Air Force Program M anager.

¢. In the performance of this contract, the Contractor agrees to cooperate with the Contractors in Paragraph
a responding to invitations from authorized personnel to attend meetings; providing access to technical
information and research, development and planning data, test data and results, schedule and milestone data,
financia dataincluding the Contractor's cost/schedule management system/records and accounting system, all
in origina form or reproduced; discussing technical matters related to the program; providing access to
Contractor facilities utilized in the performance of this contract; and allowing observation of technical
activities by appropriate support Contractor technical personnel.

d. The Contractor further agrees to include in each subcontract over $1 million or 10 percent of prime
contract value, whichever isless, aclause requiring compliance by a subcontractor and succeeding levels of
subcontractors with the response and access provisions of paragraph (c) above, subject to coordination with
the Contractor. This agreement does not relieve the Contractor of responsibility to manage subcontracts
effectively and efficiently, nor isit intended to establish privity of contracts between the Government or the
service Contractor(s) and such subcontractors.

e. Service Contractor personnel are not authorized to direct a Contractor in any manner.
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f. Service contracts contain an organizational conflict of interest clause that requires the service Contractors
to protect the data and prohibits the service Contractors from using the data for any purpose other than that
for which the data was presented.

g. Neither the Contractor nor their subcontractors shall be required in the satisfaction of the requirements of
this clause to perform any effort or supply any documentation not otherwise required by their contract or
subcontract.
