CUSTOM ER CONTRACT REQUIREM ENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

52.203-6 Restrictions on Subcontractor Salesto the Gover nment (SEP 2006).
This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-7 Anti-Kickback Procedures (JUL 1995). Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of any kickback paid by
Seller or its subcontractors at any tier if (a) the Contracting Officer so directs, or (b) the Contracting Officer has offset the amount of
such kickback against money owed Buyer under the prime contract.

The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to
violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
$100,000. If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer
may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the reduction.

Thisclause applies only if this
contract exceeds $150,000. Paragraph (g)(2) is modified to read as follows: "(g)(2) Seller will promptly submit any disclosure required
(with written notice to Boeing) directly to the PCO for the prime contract. Boeing will identify the cognizant Government PCO at
Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the subcontract file of the awarding contractor.”

Officer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer." In Paragraph (d), "United States' shall mean
"United States or Buyer."

This clause appliesonly if this
contract exceeds the threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. " Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting
Officer or Buyer." In subparagraph (d)(2)(i)(A), delete "to the Contracting Officer.” In subparagraph (d)(2)(ii)(B), "Government"
means " Government" or "Buyer." In Paragraph (€), "United States' shall mean "United States or Buyer."

However, Sdller isnot
responsible for reasonable wear and tear to Government Property or for Government property properly
consumed in performing this contract.” If the contract incorporates Boeing Genera Provision GP4, the
Government-Owned Property articlein GP4 is hereby deleted.

Unless otherwise specified in Boeing product drawings or
specifications, the seller may use either Construct #1 or Construct #2. The Seller shall not be required to furnish item valuations as set
forth in this clause.

disadvantaged business," includes historically black colleges and universities and minority institutions, in addition to small
disadvantaged business concerns.

(c) Work under the contract or its subcontracts shall be credited toward meeting the small
disadvantaged business concern goa when:

(1) Itisperformed on Indian lands or in joint venture with an Indian tribe or atriballyowned
corporation, and

(it) The authority to acknowledge or reject SSRs in eSRS resides with the SSR Coordinator at the department or agency that administers
the majority of the contractor'sindividual subcontracting plans.

(iii) The authority to acknowledge or reject SSRs for construction and related maintenance and repair contracts resides with the SSR
