CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS 

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent 
indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of commercial items under a 
Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below. 

1.   FAR Clauses.    The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the 
Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent indicated.

A.  ELIMINATION OF USE OF CLASS I OZONE DEPLETING SUBSTANCES 
(ODS)  

(1) It is Air Force policy to preserve mission readiness while minimizing dependency on 
Class I Ozone Depleting Substances (ODS), and their release into the environment, to 
help protect the Earth’s stratospheric ozone layer. 

(2)  Unless a specific waiver has been authorized, Air Force procurements: 
 (A) May not include any specification, standard, drawing, or other document that 
requires the use of a Class I ODS in the design, manufacture, test, operation, or 
maintenance of any system, subsystem, item, component, or process; 
(B) May not include any specification, standard, drawing or other document that 
establishes a requirement that can only be met by use of a Class I ODS; and  
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(C) May not require the delivery of any item of supply that contains a Class I 
ODS or any service that includes the use of a Class I ODS.  

 (3)  For the purposes of the Air Force policy, the following are Class I ODS: 
(A) Halons:  1011, 1202, 1211, 1301, and 2402 

(B) Chlorofluorocarbons (CFC):  CFC-11, CFC-12, CFC-13, CFC-111, CFC-112, 
CFC-113, CFC-114, CFC-115, CFC-211, CFC-212, CFC-213, CFC-214, CFC-
215, CFC-216, CFC-217, and the blends R-500, R-501, R-502, and R-503. 

  

(C) Other controlled substances:  carbon tetrachloride, methyl chloroform, and 
methyl bromide. 

(4)  The Air Force has reviewed the requirements specified in this contract to reflect this 
policy.  Where considered essential, specific approval has been obtained to require use of 
the following substances:  NONE. 

(5)  To assist the Air Force in implementing this policy, Seller is required to notify Buyer 
if any Class I ODS not specifically listed above is required in the performance of this 
contract. 

  

B.  ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROLS. THIS CLAUSE APPLIES ONLY IF THIS 
CONTRACT WILL BE PERFORMED WITHIN THE JURISDICTION OF THE 
SAN DIEGO, CALIFORNIA AIR POLLUTION CONTROL DISTRICT.  

Notwithstanding that this contract may require the use of paints or coatings which do not 
meet state or district requirements for reduced volatile organic compounds (VOC's), 
Seller must comply with all federal, state, and local regulatory requirements respecting 
air quality and emission limitations.  It remains Seller's responsibility to meet the 
requirements for reduced VOC's even where to do so will require the use of engineering 
controls or other special painting equipment.  

C.  FOREIGN NATIONALS - FOREIGN SOURCES  

(1)  For the purposes of this clause, 
(A) Foreign nationals are those persons not citizens of, not nationals of, or 
resident/immigrant aliens to, the ; 

(B) Foreign representative is anyone, regardless of nationality or citizenship, 
acting as an agent, representative, official, or employee of a foreign government, 
a foreign-owned or influenced firm, corporation, or person; and 

(C) Foreign sources are those sources (vendors, subcontractors, and suppliers) not 
owned and controlled by citizens or immigrant aliens of the . 
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(2)  Nothing in this clause is intended to waive any requirement imposed by any other 
U.S. Government agency with respect to employment of foreign nationals or export-
controlled data and information. 

(3)  Seller acknowledges that equipment and technical data generated or delivered in the 
performance of this contract is controlled by the International Traffic in Arms Regulation 
(ITAR), 22 CFR Sections 121 through 128, and require an export license before 
assigning any foreign national to perform work under this contract or before granting 
access to foreign nationals to any equipment and technical data generated or delivered in 
performance of this contract (see 22 CFR Section 125).  Seller agrees to notify and obtain 
the written approval of Buyer prior to assigning or granting access to any work, 
equipment, or technical data generated or delivered in the performance of this contract to 
foreign nationals or their representatives.  This notification will include the name and 
country of origin of the foreign national or representative, the specific work, equipment, 
or data to which the person will have access, and whether the foreign national is cleared 
to have access to technical data (DoD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Security Program 
Operating Manual (NISPOM)). 

D.  FOREIGN OBJECT DAMAGE/CONTROL  

Seller shall establish and maintain systems and procedures necessary to provide a 
program of foreign object damage/control.  

E.  Hazardous Material, Hazardous Waste  
Pursuant to Federal statutes, the contractor shall minimize the use/selection of hazardous 
materials and process utilizing hazardous materials to avoid or minimized generation of 
hazardous wastes as identified in 40 CFR 261.  If hazardous material s are utilized during 
the contract or would be required for the technology being developed, the contractor shall 
notify the sponsor.  Additionally, the item shall be discussed at periodic program reviews.  
  

F.  HEALTH AND SAFETY ON GOVERNMENT INSTALLATIONS  
(Applies only work is performed on a Government installation)  

(1) In performing work under this contract on a Government installation, the Seller shall:  
(a) Comply with the specific health and safety requirements established by this 

contract;  
(b) Comply with the health and safety rules of the Government installation that 

concern related activities not directly addressed in this contract;  
(c) Take all reasonable steps and precautions to prevent accidents and preserve the 

health and safety of contractor and Government personnel performing or in any 
way coming in contact with the performance of this contract; and  

(d) Take such additional immediate precautions as the contracting officer may 
reasonably require for health and safety purposes.  

(2) The contracting officer may, by written order, direct Air Force Occupational Safety and 
Health (AFOSH) Standards and/or health/safety standards as may be required in the 
performance of this contract and any adjustments resulting from such direction will be in 
accordance with the Changes clause of this contract.  
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(3) Any violation of these health and safety rules and requirements, unless promptly corrected 

as directed by the contracting officer, shall be grounds for termination of this contract in 
accordance with the Default clause of this contract. 

G.  VISIT REQUESTS BY FOREIGN OWNED OR CONTROLLED FIRMS  

(a) Prime Contractors which are foreign-owned or controlled and require access to a U.S. 
Government installation shall submit visit requests through their foreign embassy in 
Washington, D.C. at least 30 days prior to the proposed visit date.  
(b) Subcontractors which are foreign-owned or controlled and require access to a U.S. 
Government installation shall have their prime Contractor submit a visit request to the 
security police office of the base being visited at least two weeks before the scheduled 
meeting.  
(c) Canadian Contractors and Canadian government employees may directly arrange 
visits by having their security office submit a visit request to the security policy office of 
the base being visited at least two weeks before the scheduled meeting.
