CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for
violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the
reduction.

52.203-14 Display of Hotline Poster (s) (DEC 2007). This clause applies only if this contract isin excess of $5,000,000 and is not for
acommercial item or performed entirely outside the United States. For the purposes of this clause, the United States is defined as the
50 states, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.

52.203-15 Whistleblower Protections Under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (MAR 2009).

52.204-2 Security Requirements (AUG 1996). Changes clause means the changes clause of this contract. This clause applies only if
access to classified material isrequired.

52.209-6 Protecting the Government's I nter ests When Subcontracting With Contractors Debarred, Suspended or Proposed
for Debarment (SEP 2006). Seller agreesit is not debarred, suspended, or proposed for debarment by the Federal Government. Seller
shall disclose to Buyer, in writing, whether as of the time of award of this contract, Seller or its principals, is or is not debarred,
suspended, or proposed for debarment by the Federal Government.

52.211-5 Material Requirements (AUG 2000). Any notice will be given to Buyer rather than the Contracting Officer.

52.211-15 Defense Priority and Allocation Requirements (APR 2008). This clauseis applicableif apriority rating is noted in this
contract.

52.215-2 Audit and Records - Negoatiation (MAR 2009). This clause appliesif this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in
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Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued
on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to
increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold and (iii) is cost-reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour or price
redeterminable type or any combination of these for which cost or pricing data are required or for which Buyer is required to furnish
reports to the Government in accordance with paragraph (e) of this clause.

This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the
threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. In subparagraph (3) of paragraph (a), insert "of this contract” after
"price or cost." In Paragraph (c), "Contracting Officer" shall mean " Contracting Officer or Buyer." In Paragraphs (c)(1), (c)(1)(ii), and
(©)(2)(i), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer.” In Subparagraph (c)(2)(i)(A), delete "to the Contracting
Officer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer." In Paragraph (d), "United States' shall mean
"United States or Buyer."

52.215-12 Subcontractor Cost or Pricing Data (OCT 1997). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the threshold set forth
in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. The certificate required by paragraph (b) of the referenced clause shall be modified as
follows: delete "to the Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officer's representative” and substitute in lieu thereof "to The Boeing
Company or The Boeing Company's representative (including data submitted, when applicable, to an authorized representative of the
U.S. Government)."

52.215-14 Integrity of Unit Prices (OCT 1997). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's
customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or
after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase
the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.This clause does not apply to construction or architect-engineer services under FAR Part 36;
utility services under FAR Part 41; services where supplies are not required; commercial items; and petroleum products.

52.215-15 Pension Adjustments and Asset Reversions (OCT 2004). This Clause applies to this contract if it meets the
requirements of FAR 15.408(g).

52.215-18 Reversion or Adjustment of Plansfor Post-Retirement Benefits (PRB) Other Than Pensions (JUL 2005). This
Clause appliesto this contract if it meets the requirements of FAR 15.408()).

52.215-19 Notification of Ownership Changes (OCT 1997). This Clause appliesto this contract if it meets the requirements of
FAR 15.408(K).

52.215-21 Requirementsfor Certified Cost or Pricing Data and Data other than Certified Cost or Pricing Data-M odifications
(Oct 2010) Alternatel (OCT 2010). Thisclause applies only if this contract exceeds the threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4. The
term "Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer. Insert the following in lieu of paragraph (a)(2): “Buyer’s audit rights to determine price
reasonableness shall also apply to verify any request for an exception under this clause. For items priced using catalog or market prices,
or law or regulation, access does not extend to cost or profit information or other data relevant solely to the Contractor’ s determination
of the pricesto be offered in the catalog or marketplace.”

In accordance with paragraph
(d)(10)(iv), Seller agrees that it will submit the ISR and/or SSR using eSRS, and, in accordance with paragraph
(d)(10)(vi), Seller agrees to provide the prime contract number, its own DUNS number, and the email address of the
Government or Contractor official responsible for acknowledging or rejecting the reports, to its subcontractors with
subcontracting plans.

A copy of each notice sent to the
Government will be sent to Buyer.

52.230-6 Administration of Cost Accounting Standards (MAR 2008). Add "Buyer and the" before "CFAO" in paragraph (m). This
clause appliesif clause HO01, HO02, or HOO4 isincluded in this contract.

52.244-5 Competition in Subcontracting (DEC 1996).

52.244-6 Subcontractsfor Commercial Items (JUL 2014). Clausesin paragraph (c) (1) are applicable to Seller for commercia items
ordered by Buyer from Seller under this contract.

52.245-1 Gover nment Property (JUN 2007).

This clause applies only if Government property isacquired or furnished for contract performance.
"Government” shal mean Government throughout except thefirst time it appearsin paragraph (g)(1) when
"Government" shall mean the Government or the Buyer. Paragraph (h)(1) is deleted and replaced by the
following: ?Sdller assumestherisk of, and shdl be responsible for, any loss, damage, destruction, or theft of
Government property upon its delivery to Sdler as Government-furnished property. However, Sdller isnot
responsible for reasonable wear and tear to Government Property or for Government property properly
consumed in performing this contract.? If the contract incorporates Boeing Generd Provision GP4, the
Government-Owned Property articlein GP4 is hereby deleted.

52.248-1 Value Engineering (FEB 2000). Theterm "Contracting Officer" means Buyer. This clause applies only if this contract is
for $100,000 or more. If Vaue Engineering Change Proposal is accepted by the Government, Seller's share will be 50% of the instant,
concurrent and future contract net acquisition savings and collateral savings that Buyer receives from the Government. Seller's
negotiated share of the net acquisition savings and collateral savings shall not reduce the Government's share of concurrent or future
savings or collateral savings. Buyer's payments to Seller under this clause are conditioned upon Buyer's receipt of authorization for
such payments from the Government.

52.251-1 Gover nment Supply Sources (APR 1984). This clause applies only if Seller is notified by Buyer in writing that Seller is
authorized to purchase from Government supply sources in the performance of this contract.

In paragraph (€), the remedies described in subparagraphs (2) and (3) are available to Buyer, not
the Government. In paragraph (f), “through the Buyer" isinserted after " Contracting Officer.” Paragraph (g) is deleted.

This clause appliesif this contract acquires any item for
which unique item identification is required in accordance with paragraph (c) (1) of this clause.

252.215-7000 Pricing Adjustments (DEC 1991). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the threshold set forth in FAR
15.403-4.

252.219-7003 Small, Small Disadvantaged and Women-Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan (DoD Contracts) (APR
1996). Except paragraph (g) which is hereby deleted.

252.225-7001 Buy American Act and Balance of Payments Program (JAN 2009).

252.225-7002 Qualifying Country Sour ces as Subcontractors (APR 2003).

252.225-7012 Preference for Certain Domestic Commaodities (DEC 2008).

252.227-7013 Rights I n Technical Data -- Noncommercial Items (FEB 2014). This clause applies when technical datafor
noncommercia itemsor for commercia items developed in any part at Government expense, isto be obtained from Seller or Seller's
subcontractors for delivery to the Government.

2013). Thisclause applies only if the delivery of noncommercial computer software or noncommercial computer documentation may
be originated, developed or delivered under this contract.

252.227-7015 Technical Data -- Commercial Items (FEB 2014). This clause applies whenever any technical datarelated to
commercial itemsisdeveloped in any part at private expense and will be obtained from Seller or its subcontractors for delivery to the
Government.

252.227-7016 Rightsin Bid or Proposal Information (JUN 1995).

252.227-7019 Validation of Asserted Restrictions - Computer Software (JUN 1995). This clause applies only if computer
software may be originated, developed, or delivered under this contract.

This clause appliesonly if the delivery of datais
required by this contract.

3. Commercial Items If goods or services being procured under this contract are commercial items and Clause H203 is set forth in the purchase
order, the foregoing Government clausesin Sections 1 and 2 above are deleted and the following FAR/DFARS clauses are inserted in lieu thereof:
