Failure of the Offeror to furnish such additional information as requested in the absence of this certification may render the Offeror nonresponsive.



Execution of this certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance may be placed in making a contract award.  If it is subsequently determined that this certificate was erroneous, MDC may, in addition to other available remedies, terminate for default any contract resulting from this solicitation.
